Please read the instructions carefully.

Applying to an intercalated degree programme is a two-part process:

First, you will be assessed by HYMS who will decide whether or not to give you permission to take a leave of absence from your MB BS. This decision is based on your academic record, and requires you successfully passing Phase I (and Phase II if you are in year 4) at the first attempt, including requirements relating to health and fitness to practice. Students ineligible to progress by the HYMS’ Board of Examiners, Board of Studies, and Joint Senate will not be permitted to intercalate, and those progressing with any borderline grades will have their application reconsidered.

Second, depending on the programme you are applying too:

a) Your application form will be forwarded by HYMS to the relevant Intercalated BSc Centre/Department within HYMS or the University of Hull or York for their consideration. Students may be interviewed by the Centre/Department concerned before a final decision is reached. 
OR

b) Students applying to external institutions or to postgraduate courses within HYMS or the University of Hull or York must submit their own applications, and also make sure that they meet the institutions’ application deadlines.
All HYMS students applying to intercalate must complete the attached application form, regardless of where/what programme they are applying to.

This form, together with a transcript of your academic performance to date (which will be requested from the Exams Office on your behalf), will be considered by HYMS and the potential host Centre/Department at either HYMS or the University of Hull or York to decide whether you will be accepted onto HYMS’ Intercalated BSc (Hons) in Medical Science degree programme.  

This form will also be used to help us decide whether we will support your application to take a year out to intercalate externally and/or on a postgraduate course.
